Lost brother new
page in poet’s life

WILSTON’S Rachel Darken
details a teary family re-
union in her new book of
poetry.

The psychiatrist with a
Clayfield clinic wrote Poems
from Downunder about the
‘‘people and places’’ she had
experienced throughout her
life.

Dr Darken’s poems reveal
how she came to meet a
‘‘long lost brother’’.

‘‘He was adopted out when
I was two,’’ Dr Darken said.

‘‘I’d been told to forget
about (him) so I did.’’

After moving to Australia

from England when she was
five, Dr Darken felt her life
was not complete without
her brother.

‘‘All my life I felt like
something was missing.
Like there was a part of the
story I didn’t know about.’’

Then one day Dr Darken
received a letter in the mail.

‘‘(My brother) tracked us
down. He actually found out
my name from the person
who signed the adoption
certificate. He found my
name and the fact I was a
doctor.

‘‘He sent me a letter and
that’s how it started.

‘‘I started writing poems

when I was eight. I love
poetry. It seems to be the
way I express my soul,’’ Dr
Darken said.

All proceeds from the book
will go to the Medical As-
sociation for Prevention of
War, of which Dr Darken is
a member.

‘‘It’s a group of doctors
who lobby the government
and public about the health
consequences of war includ-
ing nuclear war.’’

‘‘YOU do a lot of crying,’’
Mrs Dodd said.

‘‘I am coping through the
work I am doing with the
event and the support I am
getting every day from my
family and friends.’’

The couple met through a
dating website more than
four years ago and married
on December 1.

The newlyweds were plan-
ning to start a family as
soon as possible.

Mr Dodd’s organs function
normally and he breathes
on his own with the help of
a humidifier.

However, he has not yet
shown any meaningful cog-
nitive response.

Colleagues of Mr Dodd, a
former Environmental Pro-

tection Agency environ-
mental scientist, have sup-
ported the foundation.

Mrs Dodd said the com-
munity support had been
touching, with strangers do-
nating money to her hus-
band’s care.
