While neurosurgeons believe Paul will
remain in a coma for the rest of his life,
needing round-the-clock care, Megan, an
RACQ CareFlight community relations
manager, hopes for another miracle.

Megan visits him every day, spending
hours reading and talking to him. She has
also set up The Dodd Foundation to raise
funds for his ongoing care and to help
other young people in a similar situation.

‘He's defied the odds once, why can't
he do it again?' she says. There have been
times when I've thought he’s conscious. He
opens an eye and appears to hear a voice.’
Still, Megan doesn't think too far ahead.
But she is certain of one thing: ‘We gave
a lifetime commitment to each other when
we married and that will never change. &
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
